a) Number of secondary school students involved in your program (s): 40 debate clubs x 15 students (on average) =600 high schools students. In about approx. 10 other high schools the proceedings to open new clubs will be finalized this year.

b) Number of teachers involved in the program:  approx. 30 (the rest of debating coaches are either university students or alumni, especially in cities with big universities). There are currently programs of training new teachers. There are currently 20 people who are not involved with a debating club but are being trained. (especially in ARDOR Moldova)

c) Number of university students involved in the program: approx 80 students + alumni in  big cities. Their activity in the debating clubs is rather irregular in the parliamentary debate format, they mostly support the actions and projects of the NGO(coaching, judging, public events, voluntary service). They also participate in international parliamentary competitions. The last National Parliamentary Championship took place in 2005 and gathered approx. 90-100 participants.

d) Number of debate clubs in secondary schools the number of high schools clubs is about 40. University students sometime support and participate to the high school students’ debate activities. There is no debate activity in secondary schools.
e) Number of debate clubs at universities: Universities parliamentary clubs in Bucharest, Cluj, Iasi, Timisoara. The University students’ main activity is to support the debate clubs that trained them during the high school. (Note: This year a university debate club will be opened at Brasov)
